PARK RESERVATIONS

Park Reservations are made on a first come first served basis. The reservation is for a certain
facility(ies), the Park will remain open to the general public during any said reservation.

Parks reservations are available 364 days in advance. Cancellations must be made a minimum
of seven (7) days before said event for deposit refund. No refunds or credits will be given is
you are unable to use the Park area due to inclement weather conditions.

City residents pay a reduced fee.

Parks must be left in the same or better condition than before they were rented or the
cleaning/security deposit will be forfeited.

Any event, use, or function which involves additional clean-up work and/or repairs by a City
staff member will be charged on an hourly basis at current cost levels.

Paperwork signed and payment in full is required to have a valid reservation request. The
Parks and Recreation office will then confirm your reservation, either in person, or by
electronic or post mail.

Payment must include Idaho Sales Tax. Checks, Cash or Debit/Credit Cards may be used as
payment. Checks should be made payable to the CITY OF RATHDRUM. Deposits will be
refunded at the next scheduled City Council meeting.

No refunds or credit will be given due to poor weather conditions unless cancelled by the
Parks Foreman or the Parks and Recreation Director.

Reservations are not accepted on holidays so that all City Parks and facilities may remain
open to the general public during peak days.

For public events, held in any City Park a Special Event form may be required, if attendance
is over 25.

No parking fees may be charged by anyone at anytime.



Parks Rules and Regulations

While enjoying our City Parks the following rules have been implemented

to keep the parks clean and enjoyable for all ages.

No smoking.

No dogs, horses, pets or other animals.

Alcohol is allowed, no glass bottles.

Glass containers are prohibited.

No loud or disturbing music or noises which restrict the enjoyment of others park
visitors.

No littering, trash receptacles are provided.

No overnight camping or parking.

No skateboards or golfing.

No firearms, open fires, explosives or fireworks.

Fishing and Hunting is prohibited.

Abuse of, injuring, etc. animals, fowl or fish is prohibited.

Due to Fire Code, propane BBQ's may not be used under a structure.

Parking is allowed only in designated areas. No parking on grass.

Motorized venhicles are not allow at any time, on grass except for handicap vehicles.
The use of Metal detectors is strictly forbidden.

Walking, sitting or standing on decorative or structural boarders or flower beds is
prohibited.

The selling of food, drink or any other commodity, without proper City permit is
prohibited.

Vandalism or destruction of City property is a crime and violators, of all ages will be
prosecuted.

These rules and regulations apply to all City properties.
